“I tell everyone that I have the best job on campus!” says Patrick, who assumed directorship of CTLT two 
years ago after nine years as a faculty member in ISU’s School of Communication. “Teaching students is 
rewarding, but working with dedicated faculty from across campus as they strive to improve their teaching 
is tremendously gratifying.”  
 
Patrick says that in the past two years he’s been impressed with the quality of ISU’s faculty, which runs 
broad and deep. “So many faculty members care deeply about their students, their colleagues and the 
ideals that higher education is built upon,” he says. “I wish more faculty could see what I see — it has 
strengthened my own regard for ISU as a place that is full of excellent colleagues and teachers.” 
 
Two of Patrick’s many goals for CTLT are 1) to foster a belief among ISU faculty that a crucial 
professional obligation is to be dedicated to continual growth as a teacher, and 2) to have CTLT 
recognized widely across campus as the place where the university’s best teachers (and best teacher 
wannabes) can come to strengthen their skills.  
 
He says he and his staff have made progress increasing awareness of CTLT’s role on campus and 
establishing its reputation as a welcoming and well-informed source of support for faculty. By continually 
refining existing programs and launching new ones, he hopes to steadily increase the number of faculty 
who regularly participate in teaching development activities. 
 
“Our attendance numbers have been going up steadily, and the evaluations are very positive,” he says. 
“As these faculty tell their colleagues about us, we hope to continue these trends.”

Summer Reading Recommendation: My Freshman Year 
 

Rebekah Nathan’s book gives an eye-opening description of contemporary 
student life from the perspective of a professor-turned-student. Nathan’s account 
of life as a full-time student on her own campus--from living in the dorms and 
carrying a full load of classes, to eating in the dining hall and participating in 
student activities--provides the reader with an incomparable understanding of 
college students and the contemporary culture in which they exist.  
 
Written from an anthropological standpoint, the book covers a wide  range of 
topics, such as dorm life, the nature of campus “communities,” issues of diversity, 
student time management, and 
cheating and plagiarism. The foundation of the book is a year-long ethnographic 
study that puts what Nathan, an anthropology professor, once considered her 
students’ “strange behavior” into a new context.
